INSTALLATION

For safety, the dump gun should be connected to a properly-sized

and pressure rated hose. For optimum performance, check the
Hose-Friction-Loss Chart on line at www.catpumps.com/literature-table/
reference-documents.

Note: It is recommended not to exceed 100 feet of high-pressure hose.

OPERATION

Dual lances are designed with a high-pressure lance in the center to hold
the high-pressure nozzle and an outer low-pressure lance to contain and
direct the liquid during periods when the gun is not triggered, but the
system is running (by-pass). This unique by-pass system prevents spikes to
the pump and offers freeze protection in cold climates.
