Rectangular glazing is available for 
door leaf elements and the wicket door 
up to 500 x 1000 mm 
(standard 465 x 815 mm).  
The flush-fitting glass holders are either 
galvanized, powder coated or stainless 
steel in line with the door surface.

Additional safety is provided by the 
wicket door with trip-free threshold
Hörmann is the only manufacturer with 
licensed trip-free wicket doors for 
smoke-tight sliding doors.

The door can be opened in either 
direction, depending on the source 
of danger. It can be variably fitted 
to either open into the reveal or away 
from it.

This is required if persons use the door 
opening as a passage and there is no 
door available next to the sliding door 
for constructional reasons.

Recess flaps for the wall area
